The Believer’s Position Pt3 

 
HEBREWS 11:1 
1.   Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 
 
ROMANS 1:20 
20.   For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being 
understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are 
without excuse: 
 
ROMANS 1:20 (AMP) 
20.   For ever since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and 
divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through His workmanship [all 
His creation, the wonderful things that He has made], so that they [who fail to believe and trust 
in Him] are without excuse and without defense. 
 
PARADOX [61-1210] 
   Now, listen close. The Word was invisible until It was made flesh, and then the 
Word become visible. And through His sacrificial death at Calvary and His 
resurrection, positionally placed His Church in that realm, that the same invisible God 
could come into the individual and make the Word visible. Oh, my. I--I wish my 
church could get that. If you could see, friends, the invisible God made visible. 
 
WHY I’M AGAINST ORGANIZED RELIGION [62-1111E] 
   Born again from Above. Then we are active, active in things from Above, and, for His 
Life is in us, which is His Word vindicating the Word Itself. The Spirit that’s in you is 
the Word made flesh in you. The Spirit minds the Word, and is active in vindicating 
the Word. 
 
ACTS 1:8 
8.   But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall 
be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the 
uttermost part of the earth. 
 
INFLUENCES [64-0215] 
   And while they were influenced by the Holy Ghost, they went into action, staggering 
like drunk man, screaming, speaking in tongues, out into the street they went. 



 
 

They said, “These men are full of new wine.” 
   He, Peter, stood up, and he said, “This is That which was spoken of by the prophet, Joel, 
‘And it’ll come to pass in the last days.’” What did it do? It put him into action. 
   It’ll put you into action, if you haven’t got It, It’ll put you into action when you see 
the Word of God fulfilled. What we’ve seen in these last days, ought to put us into 
action. It should do it, if we would just do it with reverence and humility. The Pillar of 
Fire before Paul, put him into action. And today when we see that same Pillar of Fire, 
by science, by Its results, by what It promised, making the Word in these last days come 
to pass exactly, it should put us in action. That, the sign has been given, “As it was in 
the days of Sodom, just before Sodom burned, so shall it be in the coming of the Son of man; He’ll 
be manifested again, the same yesterday, today, and forever.” It ought to put every member 
of the Body of Christ into action, getting everything in you can, ‘cause this is the last 
hour, it’s the last call, last call. Word by word, It’s been fulfilled. It should certainly put 
us in action. 
 
INFLUENCE [63-0803E] 
   And all of a sudden “there came a sound from Heaven like a rushing wind, filled all the 
house where they were sitting.” And they went into action, because that they had seen a 
promise of God made manifest. It was vindicated to them, the promise of God, and it 
put them in action. When His promise was fulfilled, it put them in action. 
   Friend, may I say this. What we have seen in the last year or two, in the Kingdom of 
God, ought to put every born-again Christian into action. But the thing of it is, we don’t-
-we don’t respect it, to realize that it’s God. We’re--we’re just kind of a little curious. 
We like to see little things, and give a sensation. We like to feel good. We like to do 
these things. But when it really comes to really respecting It and believing It with all of 
our heart, it puts us into action. 
   Well, when the Angel met Mary that morning on the road to the well, and told her she 
was “going to have a Baby, knowing no man,” it put her into action. She went quickly, 
telling everybody that she was “going to have a Baby, knowing no man.” She didn’t care 
what it meant to what the people said. She had actually met an Angel of God, and it put 
her into action. She was conscious that the Holy Spirit was upon her, creating in her a 
life. 
   Oh, if we could only realize that, that the Holy Ghost is upon us, creating in us a faith, 
trying to present Himself in so many different ways and gifts, to create a faith for a 
rapturing Church. It should put us into action. But wonder if we’re just doing it the 
way He wanted it to be, with reverence and humility? 
   The Pillar of Fire in this last days ought to put the whole church into action, It being 
vindicated, signs of His Coming at hand.

INFLUENCES [64-0315] 
   She was humble, reverent, and in action. She went to action when she seen the thing 
happen. 
 
INFLUENCES [64-0215] 
   That’s the way we should be: reverent to God’s Word, humble, and in action for 
God. 
 
THE INTER VEIL [56-0121] 
   God doesn’t respect persons. He wants all of His children to have the same. He 
wouldn’t... A righteous father wouldn’t give one a dish of ice cream, without giving 
them all ice cream. Certainly. He wants you to live... And I’m not talking about gifts; 
I’m talking about grace. 
 
WE WOULD SEE JESUS [54-1205] 
   I'm your brother. There's no more grace to me than there is to the drunkard that was 
saved five minutes ago. See? God loves us all the same. We're not one above another. 
We're all the same. We're children. 
   I've got two little girls and a boy. I do not make one ounce of difference in them; 
they're all the same. That's the way God does. If you're a housewife, or if you're a 
preacher, or a deacon, or whatever you are, in the sight of God we're all the same.
