Intellectual Faith Pt3 

 
ROMANS 11:33-34 
33.   O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how unsearchable are 
his judgments, and his ways past finding out! 
34.   For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who hath been his counsellor? 
 
GALATIANS 1:11-12 
11.   But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. 
12.   For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus 
Christ. 
 
I CORINTHIANS 2:4-5 
4.   And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man’s wisdom, but in 
demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 
5.   That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. 
 
EARNESTLY CONTEND FOR THE FAITH [55-0123E] 
   Paul was down here in the natural realm with his Ph.D. See? He didn’t know... He 
had an intellectual faith, but he didn’t have a Divine faith. There’s quite a difference in 
me having an intellectual faith than a Divine faith. 
   There’s where you, my Baptist friends, fail to go on. You get the intellectual faith by 
that, but it must be a Divine revelation of Jesus Christ to you that just came out of the 
heart. The intellectual faith is not enough. That’s all right, but it only brings you to the 
Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is a personal experience of the birth, the new birth, 
regeneration, making a new creature in Christ. 
 
I CORINTHIANS 2:16 
16.   For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the 
mind of Christ. 
 
FAITH BY EXPERIENCE [58-0325] 
   You cannot accept it by an intellectual thought. That’s intellectual. Your minds will 
reason, but faith does not reason. If you got intellectual faith, then that’s just a 
reasoning faith. You’ll say, “Well, if I only was healed, I could get up. If I only was 
healed, this lump would leave. If I only was healed, I’d feel different. If I only was 
healed, the doctor would tell me so.” 



 
 

   But when you’ve got faith, all the doctors in the world could never tell you anything 
different. You possess that. It is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things 
not seen. Now, usually, we find most people are afraid to accept it. And usually people 
who have faith is someone who has experienced faith. 
 
FAITH BY EXPERIENCE [58-0325] 
   Usually it takes experience. Many times we try to educate ourself into believing. 
That’s intellectual. There is a far great difference between intellectual faith and real 
God sent faith. 
 
I HAVE HEARD, BUT NOW I SEE [65-1127E] 
   That intellectual faith will get you nowhere. Might get you emotional, but it won’t 
get you the healing that you’re looking for. 
 
GOD KEEPS HIS WORD PT2 [57-0307] 
   Your emotions will never build... it’ll build a material, intellectual faith, but it’ll never 
build a faith in your heart. Let the Word sink down. Just believe God. If thou canst 
believe, all things are possible. 
 
THE SUPERNATURAL [56-0129] 
   And that's what's the matter with the people today; they got the campground cramps. 
They go to a revival and have a great time. The first thing you know a little after that, 
before another revival could come along, they're back in the world again. 
 
A HIDDEN LIFE IN CHRIST [55-1110] 
   Some people just eat enough manna to make them right good and hungry for some 
more. Before one revival to another one, you have to go out and get renewed again. Oh, 
brother, why don't you stop that nonsense and come into the holiest of holies by the 
Blood of the Lord Jesus. 
 
A HIDDEN LIFE IN CHRIST [55-1110] 
   You can meet that man that's ever walked in there... I don't care if he hasn't been in 
revival for six months; he's just as sweet as he was the day he was in the revival. That's 
right. You can meet him on a shouty day or a cloudy day, or whatever you want to; he's 
just the same, because he's living in the glory of God. He's living where the manna's 
fresh all the time, where it isn't a burden to get out and pray through today and pray 
through tomorrow. Brother, stay with Him all the time in the holiest of holies. “Can a 
person live that way?” Absolutely. That's what Jesus died for. Amen.
